The 
results, published in the September/October issue of the American Journal of Health Promo-
tion, held true for both men and women.  
 

But French warns that going overboard with drinking can't be balanced out by extreme exer-
cise. "There's no way that can counteract all the possible negative consequences of heavy 
drinking," he says.
