Figure 1:  The apparent set-up of the dodgeball court.  Yellowlines indicate lines actually 
placed there during design of field.  Short yellow lines indicate misplaced lines that cause the 
field to be shortened by 6 paces relative to the other.  Red dots represent where cones were 
placed.
